DETERMINATION:  Set or Not Set Public Hearing for June 26, 2012 
 
 
 
Background During the fiscal year, the Council entertains requests for budget 

adjustments to allow for the following: 
 

1. Entering grant or other special purpose revenues into the budget 
prior to expenditure. 

2. Making mid-course corrections to avoid budget overruns. 
3. Forwarding encumbrances from the previous fiscal year. 
4. Other items dealing with special circumstances or opportunities. 

 
The Uniform Fiscal Procedures Act for Utah Cities requires that a public 
hearing be held on all budget adjustments where the budget of one or more 
funds is increased. (Utah Code Ann. §10-6-127.)   Notice of the public 
hearing must be given seven (7) days prior to the hearing. (Utah Code 
Ann. §10-6-113.)  For year-end adjustments, the hearing must be held 
before June 30.   
 
Normally the Council determines whether or not to have a work session 
before setting the public hearing and requests additional information 
needed to approve the proposed projects.  Because of scheduling conflicts, 
it is necessary to schedule the public hearing prior to the work session in 
order to meet the deadline for completing the year end budget adjustments. 
 

   June 5, 2012 
A transmittal outlining the Administration’s request for year-end budget 
adjustments and the proposed ordinance was received.    
 
June 12, 2012 
The City Council will set a public hearing on the proposed budget 
adjustments for June 26, 2012. 
 
A work session will be held to review and discuss the proposed year end 
budget adjustments.   
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Proposal The proposal is to modify the current FY2012 budget to provide for 
additional revenue in the amount of $1,471,800 not previously anticipated 
and to appropriate the additional revenue for various expenditures.  The 
proposed changes are detailed in the Administrative transmittal and the 
Explanations for the various Schedules.

 January 2012 
 The Administration submitted a RAMP Grant application for Pickleball 

Courts to be located at 3144 Taylor Avenue—adjacent to the existing 
courts.  The application established a budget of $145,000 and requested 
RAMP funds in the amount of $72,500. 

 
January 20, 2012 
The proposed FY2013-2017 CIP was provided to the Council office.  The 
Plan included Project RM013 Pickleball Courts.  The plan was also 
submitted to the Planning Commission for review and recommendations. 
  

 March 2012 
 Weber County Commission approved the RAMP Board’s 

recommendation to fund the City’s Pickleball Court application in the 
amount of $35,000. 
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April 4, 2012 

 The Planning Commission reviewed and recommended approval (8-0) of a 
site plan for the proposed Pickleball Courts. The site plan shows four (4) 
new courts and additional walkways alongside the courts.  The plan does 
not show a cement pad, bleachers or shade canopy as identified in the 
RAMP application. 

 
 April 10, 2012 
 The Council office received a transmittal requesting a Budget Opening 

and CIP Amendment to fund and approve the Pickleball Court project. 
  
 April 16, 2012 
 The Mayor considered the site plan at the Mayor’s Administrative Review 

Meeting (MARM) and approved the project as submitted. 
 

May 1, 2012 
 The Council held a work session to discuss the proposed project and 

Budget Opening.  During the discussion the Administration indicated they 
had been working with representatives of the pickleball and tennis 
communities.  In response to those citizen concerns, the Administration 
has created a Development Plan (Plan) for future pickleball and tennis 
court additions at Mt. Ogden Park.  The Plan also includes future 
additional parking.  Council members indicated they would like to 
formally adopt the Plan to give some assurance to concerned citizens that 
no additional resources would be expended on Pickleball at Mt. Ogden 
Park. 

 
 May 10, 2012 
 An updated Budget document was received in the Council office to allow   

Council authorization for the project as soon as possible.  Per Council’s 
request, a Resolution adopting the Mt. Ogden Park Parking Lot, Tennis 
Court, and Pickleball Court Development Plan was also prepared.  

 
 May 15, 2012 
 The Council adopted Ordinance 2012-27 amending the FY2012-2016 

Capital Improvement Plan to include project RM013 Pickleball Courts.   
 The project brief indicates four (4) additional Pickleball courts will be 

constructed for $80,000. The Ordinance also transferred funds from 
existing project CD028 31st Street Entryway to cover the full cost of the 
construction.  It was understood at the time, that a subsequent Budget 
Opening would recognize the RAMP grant funds and donor funds and

 restore the funds to the CD028 31st Street Entryway project.  The Council 

also adopted Resolution 2012-14 adopting the Mt. Ogden Parking Lot, 
Tennis Court and Pickleball Development Plan 
 
June 5, 2012 
The Council received a transmittal proposing a Budget Opening to fund 
RM013 Pickleball Courts and refund CD028 31st Street Entryway. 

 
Proposal The Administration is proposing a Budget Opening to recognize grant and 

private donor funds for RM013 Pickleball Courts.  The Budget Opening 
also appropriates funds to the project and restores the funds original taken 
from project CD028 31st Street Entryway.  A summary of the accounting 
transaction is as follows:
