PROCLAIMING NOVEMBER 13™, 2012 AS
“DR. F. ANN MILLNER DAY” IN OGDEN CITY

WHEREAS, Dr. F. Ann Millner started her journey with Weber State University as a
Health Professions Program Administrator in 1982 and became the 11% President of
the University in 2002. Dr. Millner has made a lasting impact and established a
course for the University to become an even greater asset to our community; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Millner earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Education from the University
of Ténnessee, a Master of Science degree in Allied Health Education and
Management from Southwest Texas State University, and a Doctor of Education
degree in Educational Administration from Brigham Young University; and

WHEREAS, Prior to her work for Weber State, Dr. Millner gained extensive experience in
higher education. She served as Associate Director of Continuing Education for the
Edmonda Campus of Gwynedd-Mercy College and was a Lecturer at the School of
Health Professions at Southwest Texas State University. She also worked as the
Instructional Developer in Medical Technology at Thomas Jefferson University and
the Education Coordinator of the Medical Technology Program at Vanderbilt

WHEREAS, Throughout Dr. Millner’s tenure as University President, Weber State saw one of
the largest enrollment increases in its history, growing from 18,000 students in 2002
to over 26,000 in 2012. She has established a reputation of excellence for
University programs and has also helped to facilitate economic development efforts

WHEREAS, Over the past thirty years, Dr. Millner has displayed humility, integrity, valor, and
dedication. Her remarkable leadership has allowed numerous students, faculty, and
staff to experience quality educational opportunities within our community.
